A small-sized primate with plump
body and rounded head. Its large rounded eyes are surrounded by dark rings; ears small
and short; body covered with thick soft fur of brownish or grayish brown color,
distinctly furnished along the spinal line with a dark band; belly paler in color; tail
remarkably short. A female has 2 pairs of mammae.
