Head and body 43-71 cm; tail 40-66cm; weight 2-5 kg. Face covered with black hairs,
but with pale cross bands on its forehead that extending more to areas below ears, and,
pale patches below eyes and along both sides of nose. Body color varies from dark
grayish to almost black, adorned along the sides with 3 rows of small black spots. Its
snout tip, ears and 4 legs are black.
Found living throughout South Asia and Southeast Asia. In Thailand this civet naturally
inhabits in all parts.
Dwelling in various habitat types, from the forest edges near agricultural areas and
human habitation, to dense dry evergreen forest and dry dipterocarp forest. In Sakaerat,
they are often observed hiding in tree hollows or in tree forks in dense stream forest dry
evergreen forest.
Active mainly at night and preferring to stay and hunt on tree to ground. Normally seen
alone. Diet includes various types from ripe fruits, insects, small birds, small reptiles to
carcasses.
