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Head and body 44-55 cm; tail 23-29 cm; weight 3-5 kg. It is similar to a domestic cat in
general appearance, but more agile; body fur is yellowish brown spotted all over with
dark brown or black patterns; 4-5 dark brown longitudinal bands present on its head,
and extending further along the spine; belly hairs more creamish. A male is much larger
in body size than a female.
Reported living in Russia, Southern China, Japan, Taiwan, India, Pakistan, Nepal, and
Southeast Asian countries. In Thailand this cat distributes widely all over the country.
Dry evergreen forest and mixed deciduous forests. Commonly encountered both in the
forest and in the clearings near villages. Found in the dry evergreen forest in Sakaerat,
e.g. at Hin Lap Meet and throughout hilly areas.
Nocturnal in feeding habit and spends daylight hours resting in secluded places.
Hunting alone, mainly on the ground, for small animals. Maturity is reached at the age
of 1 year; giving birth to a litter of 2-4 kittens after the gestation time of 65-72 days. In

captivity, the leopard cat reaches a remarkable longevity of 13 years.
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Status : In Sakaerat area, it is quite scarce; legally protected as a protected wild animal.
